This year the ranking included 200 institutions, up from 150 in 2016 and 100
in previous years, making Northumbria’s performance in a larger,
international league table even more impressive.

In total, institutions from 48 countries are represented in this year’s rankings,
with Northumbria one of 27 UK universities included.

In addition to this latest ranking, Northumbria has also achieved a place in
the 601-800 category of the Times Higher Education World University
Rankings 2016-2017, putting it in the top 4% of all universities worldwide.
